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COURSE OBJECTIVES

General Goals of Drama:

· To acquire knowledge of self and others through participation in and reflection on dramatic experiences.

· To develop competency in communication skills through participation in and exploration of various dramatic disciplines.

· To develop an appreciation for drama and theatre as a process and art form.

We will provide a safe environment for students to define their self-concept and explore life by assumption of roles and acquisition of drama skills.  You will have the opportunity to explore life situation using dramatic skills. This will allow you the opportunity to practice communication skills in a non-threatening arena and prepare for the stress of the ever changing tomorrow.

The Student will demonstrate:

· An increase in self-discipline.

· Extended ability to concentrate

· Sharpen observational skills

· Demonstrate a sense of responsibility and commitment, individually and to the group.

· Demonstrate the ability to initiate, organize and present a project within a given set of guidelines.

· Gain knowledge of discipline that enhances the dramatic knowledge.
General Goals of Music:
The Music Program will help students to develop skills and to strive for excellence to the best of each student’s abilities, in the following areas: 

Performing/Listening

· Develop understanding of the elements and structures of music as they apply to music making and listening.

· To develop the ability to make aesthetic judgments based on critical listening and analysis of music. 

Creating

· To develop avenues of self- expression through interpretation, improvisation , arranging and composing.

Researching

· Develop a knowledge of music history and literature.

· Develop awareness of the applications of music in our society with respect to music careers, and avocational and leisure uses.

· Develop an understanding of the music of world cultures.

Valuing

· Grow in the appreciation understanding and enjoyment of music as a source of personal fulfillment.
This course is a basic introduction to all aspects of music and drama.  Students will be given the opportunity to experience several aspects of performing arts in a safe and caring environment.  Activities may include orientation, drama games, improv, acting, singing, playing and introduction to music technology.
-All students are expected to be on time, with supplies needed for the class.

-Participation is of utmost importance…all students are expected to be a part of all activities and performances.

-Mutual respect between all students and teachers is expected within the classroom.
Evaluation

You will be evaluated through how you act in class, how you respond to your classmates, how well you work with your classmates, individual work, comprehension of material, projects and attitude. These are not marked on a percentage scale; the grades are given to you on a four tier system:

Exemplary- This is the highest grade attainable in Grade 9 options class, awesome work!

Proficient- This is the second highest mark attainable; you understand the majority of the material.
Emerging- This means you have passed the course, but could improve on a few things.

Not Yet- This is means that you still need more time in the course to understand the material.
