Math – Science Assessment Practice

The   J. A. Williams High School Math/Science department uses both formative and summative evaluation tools to assess student’s progress and determine if they are meeting the curricular objectives outlined by Alberta Education.

 Formative assessments are used as learning tools, allowing students to see their areas of strength and weakness and make corrections appropriately. These assessments are not weighted and are not used in the calculation of the student’s final mark.   These assessments allow teachers to adjust instruction to help guide the students learning.  

Summative assessments are tools that provide students and teachers evidence of a student’s current abilities on a specific set of objectives.

.

Teachers will post assessment dates approximately one week in advance. All students are expected to write on the assigned date. If a student does not write on the designated date then a zero (with a missing shown) will be awarded and the student will need to follow the assessment policy in order to improve their score. Parent –Teacher discussions may also be taken into consideration. The new assessment may or may not be of the same blend or style of questions.  The latest assessment result will be the result used on the report card. This means that the reassessment will count 100% of their mark on those outcomes the previous assessment will no longer be used as a summative mark.

Students may apply to demonstrate their latest knowledge and skills within two class days of any one summative assessment date.  Their application will include 

· Telling the teacher that they wish an opportunity to complete another assessment of those outcomes.

· Complete a formative assessment of those outcomes (to be determined by the teacher)

and/ or

· Complete tutorial session(s) ,  length and duration to be determined by the teacher.

and/or

· Complete a  different summative assessment of those outcomes (to be determined by the teacher)

Application to demonstrate their latest knowledge and skills is taken seriously, and what is best for the student will be done.  If a student has missed the assessment date they will automatically be enrolled in the process.  Application, however does not guarantee that this opportunity is given.  It may be necessary to sometimes be assessed on those same outcomes on the final exam.
