Each strand will be assessed with a series of assignments, quizzes, and projects making up 40% of the students mark in that strand.  The remaining 60% will be based on the unit exams.  

Expectations

· Students are expected to come to class prepared and on time.  Having your texts, completed homework, necessary calculators, pencils and erasers is expected.  Binders/ notebooks are necessary for Math class.  It is expected that all notes and examples provided during the lesson will be written down in your notebooks.  

· It is essential that every attempt is made to be in class each and every day.  Math is cumulative and everything you learn is necessary to learn new material the following day, week, month etc.  Inexcusable absenteeism is a sure way to fall behind and make the learning of new material difficult.
· Lates will not be tolerated.  If you are late it is the expectation you knock once and wait for me to come and talk to you.  

· It is expected that in the classroom, you exercise common sense and maturity.  Swearing and bullying will not be tolerated and any use of profanity or bullying will result in a class suspension.  It is expected that you will take responsibility for all actions.

· You are expected to take ownership for your learning.  If you do not understand something, please set up a time to discuss this with me.
· If you miss a class, you are fully responsible for finding out specifically what you missed from another student in the class and be prepared to participate in the next class.  That means taking your books home every night so you are prepared if you miss a day.  

· All exams, quizzes, and assignments must be written on the scheduled day unless prior arrangements have been made.  All inexcusable absences will result in a mark of “0- missing” and will remain until student has demonstrated knowledge of the objective being assessed.  

· Absolutely no cell phones in class.  Failing to abide by this rule will result in the phone being confiscated for the day.  If students continue to use their cell phones in class, the cell phone will be confiscated, and parents will have to come and pick up the phone at school. 

· Students will only be allowed to use the washroom during class time if it is an emergency.  Students are expected to use the washroom during their breaks.  If given permission students will be required to sign out.
· Only one student will be allowed out of the class room at a time.

Assessment Practice

· Students will be given the opportunity to be reassessed on objectives after proving commitment on the behalf of the student to increase their knowledge.  This will be demonstrated through remedial work, tutoring sessions, and/or extra assignments completed by the student prior to a reassessment date.  Reassessment will take place on school scheduled days called Zero Days.
